Current information 

from Empire Theatres indicates that there will be 4 live opera broadcasts in fall, 2010, and 8 

additional broadcasts between January and May, 2011. 

– 3:30 p.m. on Wednesdays at the Tantramar Theatre, 

Victoria Street, Amherst.
